Defense and Intelligence careers are often accidental 
careers. Many veterans of defense industry service 
wandered into their line of endeavor while engaged 
in óproblem solvingô activities that required a security 
clearance. 

Bottom line - If you donôt have a security clearance, 
have patience, focus and a 2-5 year plan. You must also be 
realistic -- MOST defense specialists have recent military or 
government backgrounds (within last 24 months). If you are 
unwilling to join the Armed Forces for a 3-4 year stint then 
you are decreasing future opportunities by as much as 70-
90% depending upon the career ý eld.
